Projects:

Projects may be assigned at least once a quarter and will be graded as a test. 

Some projects will require an oral presentation
Assignments:

Assignments need to be neat, accurate and completed by the due date to receive full credit.


1 day late - 20% off


2 days late - 40% off


3 days (and over) late - 50 % off

NOTE: After 2 weeks late, an assignment is not accepted and will result in a zero.

It is the student’s responsibility to find out what assignments they have missed due to absences.  Students are responsible to make up assignments missed because of absences.  There is an absent folder in the classroom the student can check for missing work.  If missing work goes beyond allotted time, the work will not be accepted.

Each student’s grades/missing work will be posted (updated weekly).  They will be assigned a number and will be responsible to make up missing assignments.  Assignments 2 weeks late will not be accepted.

Grading:

Grades are set up as follows:

Class Management:

Each student is expected to participate in class in a respectful manner.
